If you have experienced any sexual misconduct including sexual harassment, 
assault or dating violence you have rights under Title IX. This includes the right  
to go to school and school activities without experiencing behaviors that make  
it hard for you to learn. If you have experienced bullying or harassment,  
you also have a right to have your school investigate these behaviors and 
provide solutions so you don’t have to experience these behaviors anymore.

What type of violence does 

Title IX protect me from?
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Title IX requires schools to create 

a learning environment free from 

all forms of sexual harassment, 

including sexual violence. Examples of 

sexual harassment include unwanted 

touching, unwanted sexual comments 

or advances, or any verbal, nonverbal 

or physical conduct of a sexual nature. 

It does not matter is the actions took 

place in-person or over an electronic 

device, like social media. Lastly, Title IX 

protects you from experiencing sexual 

harassment from other students, 

but also school staff and teachers.

You’re not just 
overreacting. 
If someone has 
been touching 
you in a way 
that makes you 
uncomfortable, 
that’s harassment.
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Does the sexual harassment 

need to take place while I 

am at school in order for me 

to be protected by Title IX?

Not necessarily. Title IX requires 

schools to address environments 

that make it hard for you to learn. 

If you are experiencing harassment 

outside of school that make it hard 

for you to learn at school, this 

often is a form of harassment your 

school has to address.
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What you’ve 
been experiencing 
isn’t okay. If 
you have been 
experiencing 
violence—verbal 
or physical—in 
your relationship, 
you have options.
